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2. Installation and UnInstallation Procedure

2.1 Introduction

The TCP PEP on the Apple Macintosh runs as a user mode application. The main features of this implementation are:

· Designed for Mac OS X v10.5.6 Darwin kernel  9.6.2

· Provides faster uploads for protocols using TCP like FTP and SMTP with the BGAN parameters.

2.2 Installation Procedure

· The TCP PEP software is distributed as two software packages. The figure below gives a snapshot of the TcpPep.pkg and the TcpPepSw.pkg on the Macintosh Hard Disk. For users except root , root password is required.

· Step –1: Install TcpPep.pkg

· Step –2: Install TcpPepSw.pkg

2.2.1 
Step 1: Installation of tcppep.pkg

1. The tcppep.pkg contains the executables that comprise the TCP PEP software

2. From the Finder, which is the Apple variant of the Windows Explorer go to the path where tcppep.pkg is copied.

3. Double click on the tcppep.pkg. This invokes the Installer application that guides the user through a custom installation of the TCP PEP software. The pictures below depict a custom installation of the TCP PEP software.

4. Click on Continue to proceed with the installation.
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5. Select the Macintosh G4HD icon in the window and click Continue to proceed. This installs the TCP PEP software in the /Applications/tcppep directory.

6. Click on Close to finish the installation.
2.2.2 
Step 2: Installation of TcpPepSw.pkg

TCP PEP on the Apple Macintosh is installed as a startup item.  When the machine is restarted, the TCP PEP comes up. To install the TCP PEP as a startup item, the TcpPepSw.pkg must be installed.  . The installation steps are as follows:

1. From the Finder application, go to the path where TcppepSw.pkg is copied, double click on the TcpPepSw.pkg.

2. This invokes the Installer which guides the user through a custom installation of the TcpPepSw.pkg in the /Library/StartupItems/TcpPep directory.

3. The pictures below describe a custom installation of the TcpPep startup item. Click on Continue to proceed with the installation.
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4. Select the Macintosh G4HD and click on Continue. This installs the TcpPep startup item in the  /Library/StartupItems/TcpPep directory.
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5.  No such warning is displayed..

6. Restart the machine after the installation is complete. The Tcppep folder is created in /Library/StartupItems.

2.3 Un-installation Procedure

To un-install the TCP PEP on Apple Macintosh, a Perl script named uninstall_tcppep.pl has been provided. The un-installation steps are:

1.  Go to /Application/tcppep/ directory and run the following command:

· For user login - ‘sudo perl uninstall_tcppep.pl’
· For root login – ‘perl uninstall_tcppep.pl’
Note:-

· This does not gracefully shutdown the already running iTCP. Also, the firewall rules are again added instead of removing them.

· The uninstallation does not remove all the directories related to Tcppep installation. /Application/tcppep, /Application/tcppep/out_icon and /Application/tcppep/uninstall_tcppep.pl still remain there.

2.4 Release Upgrade Procedure

To perform an upgrade of the TCP PEP software on Apple Macintosh, the user must un-install the TCP PEP according to the procedure described in section 1.3 and do a fresh install of the TCP PEP Software according to the procedure described in section 1.2.
